R emember the time in school when your
neighbour made a noise, but the teacher
turned around and punished you instead.

Fiscal dominance of monetary policy feels some-
thing like that. For all the noise that the Union
budget made in terms of a large ramp-up in capi-
tal spending, it’s the significant gross borrowing
announcement that led the bond market to turn
around and look at the Reserve Bank of India
(RBI) on how this borrowing would be absorbed.
The yield on the 10-year government bond has
surged since the budget.

The timing admittedly wasn’t great for RBI.
Through the pandemic, it has avoided reacting
to high inflationary pressures—attributing them
to temporary factors—and has remained focused
on growth. This has led to it expanding the 25
basis points (bps) repo-reverse repo rate corridor
by 40 bps, keeping the policy repo rate at a record
low, and injecting liquidity through its quantita-
tive easing programme. All of these were ripe
conditions for an expansive government borrow-
ing programme, with RBI’s intervention in sync
with its agenda of easy financial conditions.

However, these conditions have turned on
their head now. Growth has continued to nor-
malize back to pre-pandemic levels. Even though
RBI has tried its best to downplay inflationary
pressures, the uncomfortable reality is that con-
sumer prices are currently almost 12% higher
than they were before the pandemic. There is a
risk that Consumer Price Index (CPI)-based infla-
tion could average close to 6% year-on-year
(y-o-y) this year, with higher global commodity
prices, and firms raising prices. Meanwhile, the
Federal Reserve is all set to hike policy rates by as
much as 150 bps in our view (with a 50 bps hike
likely at the March meeting), making for a much
less hospitable global climate.

In our view, we have reached that inflection
point, when it’s valid to ask what further ultra-ac-
commodative monetary policy could achieve for
growth, especially under the aegis of expansion-
ary fiscal policy. And, is the loss of central bank
credibility of fighting inflation worth the cause?
After all, ignore inflation too long, and ironically,
you jeopardize growth, as inflation affects the
bottom of the household pyramid the most.

The RBI has tacitly admitted to this change of

winds. It has stopped with its quantitative easing.
Without changing the fixed reverse repo rate, it
has shifted the focus of its liquidity absorption
operations to the variable reverse repo rate
(VRRR), where auctions carry cut-offs close to
the repo rate, effectively nullifying the conven-
tional reverse repo rate. Without fiscal domi-
nance, the ‘normal’ route out of ultra-accommo-
dative monetary policy is to first narrow the con-
ventional policy corridor, then reduce durable
liquidity from money markets. Next, change the
policy stance from accommodative to neutral,
and then start with policy rate hikes.

However, heavy government borrowing amid
higher credit growth complicates this arithmetic.
For example, RBI cannot reduce liquidity by
open market operation sales of bonds, while the
market is struggling to absorb government bor-
rowing. How RBI plans to keep its feet on both
boats will be keenly watched at its February pol-
icy meeting. We expect it to assure that the bor-
rowing programme will be orchestrated without
disruptions, and possibly suggest counter-balan-
cing tools to limit the impact on liquidity.

However, allowing expansionary fiscal policy to
compromise RBI’s priorities on policy normaliza-
tion may be a costly mistake. So, while we expect
the Monetary Policy Committee to vote unani-

mously to keep the
policy repo rate
unchanged and a 5-1
vote to maintain its
a c c o m m o d a t i v e
stance, we expect a
‘ceremonial’ partial
correction of the
reverse repo rate by
20 bps to 3.55% and

guidance on tools to normalize durable liquidity.
Finally, we believe that the time’s up for

accommodative monetary policy. In our view,
RBI will raise rates by 100 bps in 2022, and the
hiking cycle could start as early as April’s meet-
ing. So far, however, RBI has shown little appetite
for this – its stance remains ‘accommodative’ and
even the most hawkish MPC member, Jayanth
Verma, has argued at the previous policy meeting
that a repo rate of 4% was appropriate.

However, to quote RBI deputy governor Mich-
ael Patra, “…we like tepid and transparent transi-
tions — glide paths rather than crash landings”.
If so, we believe now would be a good time to
announce that we are cleared for take-off and
buckle our seat belts. Whether RBI heads to the
runway, or continues to taxi around in circles,
will remain the biggest cliff hanger of the Febru-
ary policy meeting, in our view.

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I ndian steel companies, which
posted strong third-quarter earn-
ings, expect steel production in the
second half of 2022 to be supported
by strong consumption growth and

growth in new capacities.
Tata Steel Ltd posted a consolidated

net profit of ₹9,589.16 crore, up 139%
for the quarter ending 31 December
2021. JSW Steel Ltd saw its consoli-
dated profit jump 69% to ₹4,516 crore.
Jindal Steel and Power Ltd’s (JSPL’s)
net profit dropped 27.2% to ₹1,866.08
crore on higher expenses.

Strong demand from the infrastruc-
ture and automobile sectors has
brought steel consumption back to pre-
covid levels, according to analysts.
Steel companies have used the bull run
to deleverage their balance sheets over
the last two years. 

“India’s steel demand has begun to
improve on the back of continued eco-
nomic recovery as the third wave of
covid begins to ebb. Our steel deliveries
in India expanded by 4% in the first
nine months of the financial year along
with an improvement in product mix,”
Tata Steel chief executive officer and
managing director T.V. Narendran
said in the company’s earnings
statement.

India’s crude steel production
improved 0.9% year-on-year
(y-o-y) and 6% month-on-month
(m-o-m) to 10.4 million tonnes
(MT) in December 2021, according
to India Ratings (Ind-Ra). During
2021, India’s crude steel output was
118.1 MT, up 17.8% y-o-y.

Global crude steel production was
158.7 MT in December 2021, 10.8%
higher m-o-m but 3% lower y-o-y. Chi-
nese crude steel production was 86.2
MT in December 2021, 24% higher
m-o-m, but 6.8% lower y-o-y. 

In 2022, Chinese production is likely

to decrease, with the government focus
of regulating steel output to reduce the
environmental impact.

The infrastructure, construction,

auto, real estate and pipes sectors
together account for around 65% of
domestic demand. 

Domestic finished steel consump-
tion in the fourth quarter of FY22 is
likely to be sequentially higher with
steel players typically picking up on
execution and business after the mon-
soon season, which had partially

impacted business over the third quar-
ter, according to Ind-Ra.

“The demand pipeline is robust.
Also, with the budget announcements

the infrastructure sector will get a push,
boosting demand for steel,” said V.R.
Sharma, managing director, JSPL.

In the budget, the government out-
lined improved spending on the infra-
structure sector, which the industry
believes will give a further boost to
demand for the alloy. Besides an outlay
of ₹7.5 trillion for FY23, total allocation

for the highways sector has been
increased to ₹1.99 trillion from ₹1.18
trillion in FY22.

Industry officials, however, think
that current steel prices are high
and industries and customers are
awaiting a price decline. The prices
in Q4FY22 are expected to be range
bound because of support from
domestic demand and higher cok-
ing coal prices and will be partially
countered by the surge in Omicron.

Domestic hot rolled coil (HRC)
prices were ₹63,600 per MT in mid-
January 2022, down 1% on month and
15% on year. Domestic HRC prices were
high in November 2021, it has faced
some pressure due to a weaker domes-
tic demand with the Omicron surge
and a continual decline in global HRC
prices due to a sluggish Chinese
demand.
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December, subject to regula-
tory approvals. 

Cosmea Financial will bring

The new joint venture,
Torus Oro AMC, will be major-
ity held at 74% by
Cosmea Financial
Holdings, while
OroWealth and
its founders will
own the remain-
ing 26%. 

The new AMC
is the latest
startup to enter
the mutual fund
business. Recently, the likes of
Sachin Bansal through Navi
